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J. J. Strossmayer i hrvatska historiografija — shvacanje i interpretacije

Sazetak:Nedvojbeno je da biskup Josip Juraj Strossmayer pripada najvaznijim li¢nostima hrvatske
povijesti zbog svojeg ukupnog doprinosa i utjecaja na razlicitim podru¢jima — od politike do kulture i
vjerskog zivota. To ga je ucinilo vaznim akterom razlicitih prikaza hrvatske moderne povijesti. U naponu
snage, Strossmayer desetlje¢ima figurira kao hrvatski ,,ministar kulture izvan struktura vlasti, donirajuci
tijekom Citavog svog Zivotnog vijeka preko 11 milijuna forinti kako bi se razvijala hrvatska kultura, znanost
i drustvo odnosno klju¢ne institucije koje su etablirale hrvatski nacionalni identitet. Nastojao je tako utjecati
na razvoj znanosti i umjetnosti, svojim ulaganjima stvoriti uvjete, utjecati na pojedince i stvoriti uz pomo¢
obrazovanih kadrova autohtoni izrazaj. Ve¢ za Zivota suvremenici i povjesnicari, medu kojima i njegov
bliski prijatelj i suradnik Franjo Racki, isticali su njegovu vaznost. Jasno je da se tijek hrvatske povijesti u
20. stolje¢u odrazavao na razliCite interpretacije, Citanja i shvacanja Strossmayera, od R. Horvata, M.
Preloga, F. Lukasa, F. Sigi¢a ili novinara I. Esiha ili J. Horvata do suvremenih interpretacija koje su ponudili
korifeji istrazivanja 19. stoljeca, M. Gross, N. Stanc¢i¢ i A. Szabo. Ovaj rad daje pregled glavnih
interpretacija Strossmayera u historiografiji, obracajuci posebnu pozornost na odredene elemente uporabe
i zlouporabe aspekata Strossmayerova djelovanja koji se javljaju povremeno. To se dogadalo naroCito u
prijelomnim trenucima 20. stoljeCa, kada su ocjene djelovanja Strossmayera izlazile iz granica
historiografije.

J. J. Strossmayer and Croatian Historiography — Perceptions and Interpretations

Abstract: There is no doubt that Bishop Josip Juraj Strossmayer ranks among the most important figures
in Croatian history due to his overall contribution and influence across various fields—from politics to
culture and religious life. This made him a key actor in different portrayals of Croatian modern history. At
the height of his power, Strossmayer functioned for decades as a kind of Croatian “Minister of Culture”
outside the formal structures of government, donating more than 11 million forints over his lifetime to foster
the development of Croatian culture, science, and society, as well as the key institutions that helped
establish the Croatian national identity. In doing so, he sought to influence the growth of science and the
arts, to create conditions through his investments, to support individuals, and, with the help of educated
professionals, to cultivate an authentic cultural expression.

Already during his lifetime, contemporaries and historians—including his close friend and collaborator
Franjo Racki—emphasized his importance. It is evident that the course of Croatian history in the 20th
century affected the various interpretations, readings, and understandings of Strossmayer, from R. Horvat,
M. Prelog, F. Lukas, F. Sisi¢, and journalists I. Esih and J. Horvat to more recent interpretations offered by
leading scholars of the 19th century such as M. Gross, N. Stanci¢, and A. Szabo.



This paper provides an overview of the main historiographical interpretations of Strossmayer, paying
particular attention to certain cases of use and misuse of aspects of his work that occasionally appear,
especially during the turning points of the 20th century, when evaluations of Strossmayer’s activity extended
beyond the boundaries of historiography.

Sazetak: Pakovacki biskup, Josio Juraj Strossmayer zbog njegove istaknute politicke djelatnosti izmedu
1860. 1 1868. godine, kada je bio najaktivniji u politickom zivotu Hrvatske, ali i kasnije izazvao je veliku
pozornost madarskog javnog Zivota, i $to je razumljivo, imao odjeka i u onodobnom madarskom tisku, ali
i u memoarima politiCara, StoviSe, Cak sintezama politicke povijesti Ugarske u 19. stoljecu. Ovo izlaganje
prikazati na temelju Csengeryjevih memoara i drugih izvora, kako je madarska javnost dozivjela biskupov
lik 1 njegovu politicku i kulturnu djelatnost. Posebna se pozornost posvecuje podugackom nekrologu koji
je objavljen u tada vrlo popularnom, visokotiraznom tjedniku Vasarnapi Ujsag 1905. godine. Autor takoder
zeli ukratko prikazati i lik biskupa Strossmayera au madarskoj historiogtafiji.

The Perception of Bishop Josip Juraj Strossmayer in the Hungarian Public, with Special Regard to the
Years 1866 and 1905

Abstract: The Bishop of Pakovo, Josip Juraj Strossmayer, because of his prominent political activity
between 1860 and 1868—when he was most active in the political life of Croatia—and also later, attracted
considerable attention in Hungarian public life. Understandably, his actions resonated in the contemporary
Hungarian press as well as in the memoirs of politicians, and even in syntheses of Hungary’s 19th-century
political history. This paper focuses on the most interesting reactions to Strossmayer’s activities among
Hungarians. The author seeks to show, based on Csengery’s memoirs and other sources, how the
Hungarian public perceived the bishop’s character and his political and cultural work. Special attention is
devoted to a lengthy obituary published in 1905 in the then highly popular and widely circulated weekly
Vasarnapi Ujsag. The author also aims to briefly present the image of Bishop Strossmayer in Hungarian
historiography.

Sazetak:U radu se obraduje dolazak biskupa J.J. Strosmayera u Rijeku 25. svibnja 1862. kako bi
»kumovao* blagoslovu zastave nove Rijecke Zzupanije ustrojene 1861. Svecanost se odvijala na
Grobnic¢kom polju, mjestu obiljezavanja obljetnice pobjede Hrvata nad Tatarima 1242. Opisan je slijed
dogadanja i vaznost ceremonije kao potvrde pripadnosti Rijeke Hrvatskoj. Nasuprot toga prikazano je i
politicko ozracje u onda$njoj Rijeci, suprotstavljenost madarona i autonomasa spram nositelja hrvatskog
drzavnog i nacionalnog identiteta koji su fizickim napadom na biskupa negirali ukljuc¢enost Rijeke kao
corpus separatuma u Kraljevstvo Hrvatske, Slavonije i Dalmacije. Odgovor velikog Zzupana, Bartola
Zmaji¢a bio je vrlo mlak. Dvorska politika Beca, na §to je upozoravao Ante StarCevié, nije i§la u prilog
Hrvatske §to je rezultiralo nerijeSenim polozajem (provizorijem) Rijeke prema Hrvatsko-ugarskoj nagodbi
1868. sve do 1918. Jedna od toCaka hrvatstva u Rijeci, uz Gimnaziju, Narodnu ¢itaonicu i 79. otocku
pukovniju (jelacicevci) bila je 1 Rijecka zupa u sastavu Senjske biskupije.

Bishop Josip Juraj Strossmayer in Rijeka and Grobnik 1862.

Abstract: This paper deals with the arrival of Bishop J.J. Strosmayer in Rijeka on May 25™ 1862 as
"godfather" to the blessing of the flag of the new Rijeka County established in 1861. The ceremony took
place on Grobnicko Polje, the site of the anniversary of the victory of the Croats over the Tatars in 1242.
The sequence of events and the importance of the ceremony as a confirmation of Rijeka's belonging to
Croatia are described. In contrast, the political atmosphere in Rijeka at that time is also presented, the
opposition of Hungarians and autonomists towards the bearers of Croatian state and national identity who,
by physically attacking the bishop, denied the inclusion of Rijeka as a corpus separatum in the Kingdom of
Croatia, Slavonia and Dalmatia. The response of the great prefect of county, Bartol Zmaji¢, was very
lukewarm. The court policy of Vienna, as Ante Starcevi¢ warned, was not in favor of Croatia, which resulted
in the unresolved (provisiorium) position of Rijeka according to the Croatian-Hungarian settlement of 1868
until 1918. One of the points of Croatian identity in Rijeka, along with the Gymnasium, the People’s
Reading Room and the 79" Otocac Regiment (jelacicevci), was also the Rijeka Parish within the Senj
diocese.

Biskup Josip Juraj Strossmayer i Crna Gora

Sazetak:Rad se bavi idejama i diplomatskom aktivno$¢u biskupa Josipa Jurja Strossmayera u
uspostavljanju odnosa s Crnom Gorom te potpisivanjem konkordata izmedu Crne Gore i Svete Stolice koji
je proizasao iz toga. Rad se takoder koncentrira na pozadinu pitanja bogosluzja toga vremena i
Strossmayerove teznje k ujedinjenju Zapadne i Istocne Crkve kroz zajednicki jezik bogosluzja. Strossmayer
je istovremeno svoj zadatak uvodenja narodnog bogosluzja shvatio i pomalo svojom duznos¢u, buduci da
je kao srijemski biskup bio i Metodov nasljednik na biskupskoj stolici nekadasnje biskupije Sirmium.
Najveci doprinos, o ¢emu se tada nije htio izjaSnjavati u javnosti, bilo je stajaliste da slavensku liturgiju ne
treba promicati samo u onim biskupijama gdje je ve¢ postojala, ve¢ da bi je trebali usvojiti svi Slaveni
katolici. Strossmayer je 23. rujna 1851. godine imenovan apostolskim administratorom Katolicke crkve u
Srbiji (i na toj poziciji je bio sve do 1897. godine) tako da je znao da se oni nece tako lako prikloniti
u jednom pismu. Budu¢i da Strossmayer nije imao uspjeha u uvodenju staroslavenskog jezika u Banskoj
Hrvatskoj, zbog velikog otpora Beca i PeSte, a ne Vatikana, Strossmayer uvida priliku svoje ideje obistiniti
u knezevini Crnoj Gori, gdje nailazi na prijateljstvo njezinog kneza Nikole 1. Petrovica Njegosa s kim
uspostavlja prisan odnos i dolazi do konkretnih uspjeha, buduc¢i da Knez u tome vidi i svoje osobne, ali i
politicke interese. Zahvaljujuéi Strossmayeru i njegovu prijateljstvu s Knezom, uspostavljen je Konkordat,
a godinu dana kasnije dolazi i do privilegije Barske nadbiskupije da drzi bogosluzje na narodnom
(staroslavenskom) jeziku u ¢emu je Strossmayer odigrao znacajnu ulogu i time barem djelomi¢no ostvario
one teznje koje je pokusavao sprovesti u djelo tijekom dobrog dijela svog biskupskog Zivota.

Bishop Josip Juraj Strossmayer and Monte Negro

Abstract: The paper deals with the ideas and diplomatic activity of Bishop Josip Juraj Strossmayer in
establishing relations with Montenegro and the resulting concordat between Montenegro and the Holy See.
The paper also focuses on the background of the issues of worship at that time and Strossmayer's
aspirations to unify the Western and Eastern Churches through a common language of worship. At the same
time, Strossmayer saw his task of introducing the folk worship as somewhat of his duty, since as the bishop
of Srijem he was also Methodius' successor on the episcopal see of the former Diocese of Sirmium. His
greatest contribution, which he did not want to make public at the time, was the view that the Slavic liturgy
should not be promoted only in those dioceses where it already existed, but that it should be adopted by all
Slavic Catholics. On 23 September 1851, Strossmayer was appointed apostolic administrator of the



Catholic Church in Serbia (a position he held until 1897), so he knew that they would not easily accept his
idea, primarily because they were "the most fanatical enemies of the Croats", as Strossmayer called them
in a letter. Since Strossmayer had no success in introducing the Old Church Slavonic language in Croatia
and Slavonia, due to the great resistance of Vienna and Pest, but not the Vatican, Strossmayer saw an
opportunity to realize his idea in the Principality of Montenegro, where he encountered the friendship of its
Prince Nikola I Petrovi¢ Njegos, with whom he established a close relationship and achieved concrete
successes, since the Prince saw both his personal and political interests in it. Thanks to Strossmayer and
his friendship with the Prince, the Concordat was established, and a year later the Archdiocese of Bar was
granted the privilege of holding services in the vernacular (Old Church Slavonic) language, in which
Strossmayer played a significant role and thus at least partially achieved the aspirations he had been trying
to put into practice during a good part of his episcopal life.

This
paper identifies traces of his presence among the Croats in Vojvodina throughout history and in modern
times. He appears in the press, in local publications, and in correspondence with important figures such as
the titular bishop Ivan Antunovi¢. Strossmayer and his legacy also have a contemporary presence in the
names of streets and in various cultural events.

Analiza do sada nepoznatih pisama biskupa Strossmayera

Sazetak: U arhivu Papinskog hrvatskog zavoda sv. Jeronima u Rimu nalazi se 44 pisma koja je biskup
Strossmayer uputio od 1874. do 1903. godine svom dragom prijatelju dr. Dragutinu Neumannu, istaknutom
osjeckom odvjetniku i hrvatskom politi¢aru. Tko je i kada donio ova pisma u Rim ne moze se znati, jer nisu
katalogizirana i nalaze se u neregistriranoj kutiji. Sa sigurnos¢u se moze reci da su donesena prije 1930.
godine 3to potvrduje pismo Ferde Sigi¢a. Pisma su zanimljiva jer otkrivaju Strossmayera u nesluzbenim
promisljanjima o crkvenom i drustveno-politickom zivotu toga vremena, ali i neka njegova osobna
promisljanja koja je otkrio samo svom prijatelju. Pisma su stoga dragocjeno svjedoCanstvo o zivotu i radu
biskupa Strossmayera jer otkrivaju nepoznato o poznatome.

The Unknown about the Known
Analysis of Previously Unpublished Letters of Bishop Strossmayer

Abstract: In the archives of the Pontifical Croatian College of St. Jerome in Rome, there are 44 letters
written by Bishop Strossmayer between 1874 and 1903 to his dear friend Dr. Dragutin Neumann, a
prominent lawyer from Osijek and Croatian politician. It is unknown who brought these letters to Rome or
when, as they have not been catalogued and are kept in an unregistered box. It can, however, be stated with
certainty that they were brought before 1930, as confirmed by a letter from Ferdo Sisic.

The letters are of particular interest because they reveal Strossmayer’s informal reflections on the
ecclesiastical and socio-political life of his time, as well as some of his personal thoughts shared only with
his friend. They are therefore a valuable testimony to the life and work of Bishop Strossmayer, uncovering
the unknown aspects of a well-known figure.

Sazetak: Putopis je jedna od popularnih narativnih vrsta u romantizmu, a prepoznat je i kao jedan od
zanrova narocito prikladnih za odasiljanje domorodnih po(r)uka ¢ija je svrha bila podredena prosvjecivanju
naroda kao i njegovoj nacionalisti¢koj, etnickoj ili kulturnoj identifikaciji. Putovanje u romantizmu postaje
trend, moda, misija otkrivanja drugacijih krajeva. Putovanje tudim prostorima prilika je da se piSe o novim,
drugim, dalekim ili blizim prostorima spoznavajuéi istovremeno vrijednosti sebe i svojega prostora.
Putopisci postaju izvjestitelji o stranoj kulturi, njezinoj bastini i knjizevnom Zzivotu. Stoga ¢e se u ovo
izlaganje usmjeriti jednim dijelom na neke prostore putopisa 19. stoljeca, a drugim dijelom konkretno
Strossmayerovim Putopisnim crticama. Naime, Biskup Josip Juraj Strossmayer (1815. — 1905.), biskup
srijemski i bosanski sa sjedistem u Pakovu, bio je najistaknutija osoba hrvatskoga politickog i javnog Zivota
u drugoj polovici 19. stolje¢a. O njegovoj politickoj i kulturnoj djelatnosti objalodanjena su brojna
znanstvena djela, a ovo ¢e se izlaganje, unutar teme o putopisima 19. stoljeca, dotaknuti i Putopisnih crtica
iS¢itavajuci ih iz imagoloske perspektive. PokuSat ¢e se analizirati prostor promatran o¢ima biskupa
Strossmayera, njegovim zapazanjima o mjestima, a kroz koje se is¢itava i onaj ,,drugi” u tom prostoru.
Dakle, svakako je rije¢ o heteropredodzbama stvarnih mjesta promatranih sa stajalista putopisca.

Travel and Travelogues of the 19th Century

Abstract: The travelogue was one of the popular narrative forms during Romanticism and was recognized
as a genre particularly suitable for conveying native messages whose purpose was to enlighten the people
and contribute to their national, ethnic, or cultural identification. In Romanticism, travel became a trend,
a fashion, and a mission to discover different regions. Traveling through foreign lands offered an
opportunity to write about new, distant, or nearby places while simultaneously discovering the values of
oneself and one’s homeland. Travel writers became reporters on foreign cultures, their heritage, and
literary life.

Therefore, this presentation will partly focus on certain examples of 19th-century travel writing, and partly
on Strossmayer’s Travel Notes. Bishop Josip Juraj Strossmayer (1815—1905), Bishop of Syrmia and Bosnia
with his seat in Dakovo, was the most prominent figure in Croatian political and public life in the second
half of the 19th century. Numerous scholarly works have been published about his political and cultural
activities, while this presentation, within the topic of 19th-century travelogues, will also address his Travel
Notes from an imagological perspective. It will attempt to analyze the spaces observed through Bishop
Strossmayer’s eyes, his remarks about places, and the presence of the “other” within those spaces. Thus,
it deals with hetero-images of real places seen from the perspective of the travel writer.

Figura mecene biskupa Josipa Jurja Strossmayera u knjiZevnosti

Sazetak:Figura Mecene (mecene, Mecenata, mecenata) najprepoznatljiva je antonomazija, figura kulturnog
pamcenja koje se veze za Josipa Jurja Strossmayera. Retoricki priru¢nici govore o antonomaziji, kao o tropu
u kojem umjesto vlastitog imena izri¢emo opcéu imenicu, epitet ili perifrazu, ,,sazeto, apelativ zamjenjuje
ime*. Strossmayer je dakle i ,,figura kulturnog pamc¢enja“, a njegovo ime mozemo zamijeniti u prvom redu
apelativima ,,Mecena®, ,,Dobrotvor* ,,Biskup®, ,,Zlatousti*... Onako kako su u antici govorili ,,Pjesnik* za
Homera (kod Grka) ili Vergilija (kod Rimljana), ,,Govornik* za Demostena i Cicerona; u srednjem vijeku
Aristotela se nazivalo ,,Filozofom®, a Averroesa ,,Komentatorom* (isto). Postoje pojedinci, kao $to su
primjerice Mida, Krez, Narcis, koje kroz povijest vezemo samo uz odredenu znacajku, ,koja
antonomazijom postaje neodvojiva od njegova imena.“ (Grgi¢ i Nikoli¢ 2011). Cak i oni vrlo neskloni
Strossmayeru ne mogu osporiti ¢injenicu kako je on najvec¢i mecena u hrvatskoj povijesti koji je dao svom
narodu ,,viSe no svi Medici §to su Italiji* (Mato§ 1973), tako da se u hrvatskoj kulturi pod pojmom mecena
i danas podrazumijeva: biskup Josip Juraj Strossmayer. Figura mecene Strossmayerov je izbor, za razliku
od drugih figura koje su nastale po njegovoj profesionalnoj funkciji (biskup, vladika i dr.) ili kao refleks
postignute svjetske slave (govornik) ili poradi u¢inaka koje su ostvarili njegovi pothvati (graditelj, pisac
kulture).

U okviru istrazivanja i analiziranja korpusa metodologiju je u prvom redu ¢inila pragmaticka analiza (teorija
govornih ¢inova i pragmatika parateksta) i knjizevnoteorijska analiza (s naglaskom na stilisticku, retoricku,
intertekstualnu, intermedijalnu i transmedijalnu analizu korpusa) te knjiZevnopovijesna, antropoloska i
kulturalna analiza.

The Figure of the Patron Bishop Josip Juraj Strossmayer in Literature

Abstract: The figure of the Patron (Mecenas, Maecenas) is the most recognizable antonomasia — a figure
of cultural memory — associated with Josip Juraj Strossmayer. Rhetorical manuals describe antonomasia
as a trope in which, instead of a proper name, we use a common noun, epithet, or periphrasis — “in short,
an appellative replaces the name.” Strossmayer is thus also a “figure of cultural memory,” and his name
can be replaced primarily by appellatives such as “Patron,” “Benefactor,” “Bishop,” or “Golden-
Mouthed.” Just as in antiquity the term “Poet” was used for Homer (among the Greeks) or Virgil (among
the Romans), “Orator” for Demosthenes and Cicero, in the Middle Ages, Aristotle was called “The
Philosopher,” and Averroes “The Commentator.”

There are individuals, such as Midas, Croesus, or Narcissus, who throughout history have been associated
with a specific trait that “through antonomasia becomes inseparable from their name” (Grgi¢ and Nikoli¢
2011). Even those very unsympathetic toward Strossmayer cannot deny that he was the greatest patron in



Croatian history, who gave his people “more than all the Medicis gave to Italy” (Matos 1973). Thus, in
Croatian culture, the term mecena (patron) is still understood to mean Bishop Josip Juraj Strossmayer. The
figure of the patron was Strossmayer’s own choice, unlike other figures derived from his professional

function (bishop, prelate, etc.), from his worldwide fame (orator), or from the impact of his achievements
(builder, promoter of culture).

In the course of researching and analyzing the corpus, the methodology primarily consisted of pragmatic
analysis (speech act theory and the pragmatics of paratexts) and literary-theoretical analysis (with
emphasis on stylistic, rhetorical, intertextual, intermedial, and transmedial approaches), as well as literary-
historical, anthropological, and cultural analysis.

Josip Juraj Strossmayer i Marija Juri¢ Zagorka: kulturna politika, feministi¢cko novinarstvo i
knjiZevna emancipacija

Sazetak: Odnos biskupa Josipa Jurja Strossmayera (1815-1905) i prve hrvatske profesionalne novinarke
Marije Juri¢ Zagorke (1873—1957) predstavlja vaznu tocku susreta kulturne politike, feministickog
novinarstva i knjizevne produkcije u hrvatskom drustvu prijelaza 19. u 20. stoljece. Strossmayer, poznat
kao mecena kulture i zagovornik obrazovanja, omogucio je Zagorki ulazak u redakciju Obzora unato¢
snaznim otporima tadasnjeg uredniStva. Njegova potpora bila je presudna za pocetak njezine karijere, dok
je sama Zagorka svojim radom oblikovala temelje feministickog novinarstva u Hrvatskoj.

Osim novinarskog djelovanja, Zagorka je bila urednica prvog Zenskog &asopisa Zenski list te kasnije
feministicCkog magazina Hrvatica, ¢ime je promicala obrazovanje, radnu emancipaciju i drustvenu
participaciju Zzena. Kao knjizevnica, afirmirala se serijalom Gricka vjestica i brojnim povijesnim romanima,
u kojima snazne Zenske protagonistice simboliziraju rodnu i klasnu jednakost. Njezino stvaralaStvo imalo
je 1 didakti¢ku funkciju — promicanje Citanja na hrvatskom jeziku i poticanje nacionalne osvijestenosti.

U sinergiji Strossmayerove kulturne politike 1 Zagorkina novinarskog i knjizevnog rada moze se prepoznati
razvoj specificnog oblika emancipacijskog diskursa, u kojemu institucionalna podrska otvara prostor
individualnom talentu i rodnoj afirmaciji. Ovaj odnos svjedocCi o vaznosti kulturnih aktera u oblikovanju
feministicke i nacionalne svijesti te o dugotrajnom utjecaju Zagorkina rada na hrvatsku kulturu i medijsku
povyjest.

Josip Juraj Strossmayer and Marija Juri¢ Zagorka: Cultural Policy, Feminist Journalism, and
Literary Emancipation

Abstract: The relationship between Bishop Josip Juraj Strossmayer (1815—1905) and Croatia’s first
professional female journalist, Marija Juri¢ Zagorka (1873—1957), represents a significant intersection of
cultural policy, feminist journalism, and literary production in Croatian society at the turn of the 19th to
the 20th century. Strossmayer, renowned as a cultural patron and advocate of education, enabled Zagorka'’s
entry into the editorial office of Obzor despite strong resistance from the editorial board. His support proved
crucial for the beginning of her career, while Zagorka herself went on to lay the foundations of feminist
Jjournalism in Croatia.



Beyond journalism, Zagorka served as editor of the first Croatian women’s magazine Zenski list and later
the feminist magazine Hrvatica, through which she promoted women’s education, labor emancipation, and
social participation. As a writer, she established herself with the serial Witch of Gri¢ (Gricka vjestica) and
numerous historical novels, in which strong female protagonists symbolized gender and class equality. Her
literary work also had a didactic function—encouraging reading in the Croatian language and fostering
national awareness.

In the synergy of Strossmayer’s cultural policy and Zagorka’s journalistic and literary work, one can
recognize the development of a specific emancipatory discourse, in which institutional support created
space for individual talent and gender affirmation. This relationship illustrates the importance of cultural
actors in shaping feminist and national consciousness and the lasting impact of Zagorka’s work on
Croatian culture and media history.

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Teoloski i vrijednosni utjecaji Josipa Jurja Strossmayera na knjiZevne ostvaraje Ivane Brli¢-
MazZurani¢

Sazetak: Rad razmatra teoloske i vrijednosne utjecaje biskupa Josipa Jurja Strossmayera na poetiku i etos
u selektiranome knjizevnom opusu Ivane Brli¢-Mazurani¢, napose na njezinu koncepciju osobe, zajednice,
odgoja i kulturnoga posredovanja. Polazi se od strossmayerovskih teolosko-aksioloSkih postavaka, koje se
ocituju u katolickome univerzalizmu, prosvjetiteljskom humanizmu i ideji dostojanstva djeteta, te se
ispituje njihov odjek u autori¢inu oblikovanju narativnih svjetova. Te su postavke u domacoj znanstvenoj
tradiciji prepoznate kao vazna sastavnica autori¢ina moralnoga horizonta, zajedno s obiteljskim i estetskim
uzorima, pri ¢emu se izrijekom naznacuje i Strossmayerov religiozni patriotizam kao jedno od izvorista
autoriCine etike humanosti.

Ove su postavke posebice oprimjerene analizom zastupljenosti navedenih elemenata te elaboracijom
motiva providnosti, etosa sluzenja i odgovorne slobode te solidarnosti, medukulturnoga posredovanja i
razmjene u romanu Jasa Dalmatin, potkralj Gudzerata (1937.). Usto, hrvatski izvornik Cudnovatih zgoda
Segrta Hlapica: pripovijesti za djecu (1913.) kompariran je s djelomi¢nom cenzurom u kasnijim hrvatskim
izdanjima te navlastito s americkim prijevodom iz 1972. godine, naslovljenim The Brave Adventures of
Lapitch, kako bi u tome korpusu bila potvrdena ne samo onomasticka amerikanizacija, ve¢ da bi bile
zabiljezene i prevoditeljsko-urednicke kondenzacije, ikonografski zahvati te ublazavanje ili izostavljanje
pojedinih eksplicitnih teistickih invokacija, $to upucuje na promjene recepcijskoga i izdavackog okruzja, a
tumaci se i spojem trziSnih i bibliote¢nih nekonfesionalnih norama tada prevladavaju¢ih prijevodnih
politika u tamos$njoj djecjoj knjizevnosti.

Metodoloski, rad pociva na bliskome komparatistiCkom ¢itanju u novohistoristic(kome okviru te takvu
analitiku spaja sa studijom prevodenja i hermeneutic¢kom analizom odgojnih vrijednosti, a svoj znanstveni
doprinos vidi u preciznijem mapiranju strossmayerovske inspiracije u poetici Ivane Brli¢-Mazuranic¢ te u
ukazivanju na javnu recepciju njezine nepotisnute aksioloske jezgre i stabilne religijske dimenzije,
posredovane razli¢itim nakladnickim i kulturnim praksama.

Theological and Axiological Influences of Josip Juraj Strossmayer on the Literary Works of Ivana
Brlié-MaZurani¢

Abstract: This paper examines the theological and value-based influences of Bishop Josip Juraj
Strossmayer on the poetics and ethos in the selected literary works of Ivana Brlic-Mazurani¢, particularly
in her conception of the person, community, education, and cultural mediation. It begins with Strossmayer’s
theological and axiological principles, which are reflected in Catholic universalism, Enlightenment
humanism, and the idea of the child’s dignity, and explores their resonance in the author’s construction of
narrative worlds. These principles have been recognized in Croatian scholarship as an important
component of the author’s moral horizon, alongside her familial and aesthetic models, with explicit
reference to Strossmayer’s religious patriotism as one of the sources of her ethics of humanity.

These ideas are particularly exemplified through the analysis of the presence of the aforementioned
elements and the elaboration of motifs such as providence, the ethos of service and responsible freedom,
solidarity, and intercultural mediation and exchange in the novel Jasa Dalmatin, Viceroy of Gujarat (1937).
Furthermore, the Croatian original The Brave Adventures of Apprentice Hlapi¢: A Story for Children
(1913) is compared with partial censorship in later Croatian editions and, in particular, with the 1972
American translation titled The Brave Adventures of Lapitch, in order to identify not only onomastic
Americanization, but also editorial and translational condensations, iconographic interventions, and the
softening or omission of certain explicit theistic invocations. These alterations indicate changes in the
reception and publishing environment and are interpreted as a result of the convergence between market-
driven and library-based non-denominational norms prevailing in the translation policies of contemporary
children’s literature in the United States.

Methodologically, the paper relies on close comparative reading within a New Historicist framework,
combining such analysis with translation studies and a hermeneutic examination of educational values. Its
scholarly contribution lies in a more precise mapping of Strossmayer’s inspirational influence on the
poetics of Ivana Brlic-Mazuranié and in highlighting the public reception of her enduring axiological core
and stable religious dimension, as mediated through various publishing and cultural practices.

Sazetak: Biskup Strossmayer je ostavio znacajan trag u ocuvanju hrvatske kulture, osobito promicuci
duhovno-odgojnu dimenziju umjetnosti. Rad stoga donosi rezultate internog istrazivanja koje je provedeno
putem Google obrasca medu 54 studenta prve i pete godine studija Povijesti i Hrvatskog jezika i
knjizevnosti na Filozofskom fakultetu Sveucilista u Osijeku te Likovne kulture na Akademiji za umjetnost
i kulturu osjeckog Sveucilista, a koji su potvrdili pocetnu hipotezu da su studenti najviSe upoznati sa
podacima koji se odnose na njihovo uze podrucje studija, a da je izostalo Sire poznavanje biskupovog
djelovanja, osobito njegove vizije umjetnosti. Iznenadujuci je, medutim, podatak da su na odredena pitanja
bolje odgovorili studenti prve, od ispitanih studenata pete godine studija $to namece zakljucak da je
potrebna veca medupredmetna korelacija kako bi danasnji studenti bolje razumjeli djelovanje biskupa
Strossmayera. Istovremeno to upucuje i na zakljucak da studenti vece znanje o osobi i djelovanju biskupa
Strossmayera stjecu tijekom srednjoskolskog obrazovanja te da ga ne prosiruju dovoljno tijekom svoga
studija.

(Un) Familiarity with the Person and Work of Bishop Strossmayer
Results of an Internal Survey among Students of the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences and the
Academy of Arts and Culture, University of Osijek

Abstract: Bishop Strossmayer left a significant mark on the preservation of Croatian culture, particularly
by promoting the spiritual and educational dimension of art. This paper presents the results of an internal
survey conducted via Google Forms among 54 students of the first and fifth years of History and Croatian
Language and Literature at the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, University of Osijek, as well as
students of Visual Arts at the Academy of Arts and Culture of the same university.

The results confirmed the initial hypothesis that students are most familiar with information related to their
specific field of study, while broader knowledge of the bishop’s activities—especially his vision of art—is
lacking. Surprisingly, first-year students provided more accurate answers to certain questions than fifth-
year students, suggesting the need for greater interdisciplinary integration to enable today’s students to
better understand the work of Bishop Strossmayer. At the same time, this indicates that students acquire
most of their knowledge about Strossmayer’s life and work during secondary education and do not
sufficiently expand it during their university studies.

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Josip Juraj Strossmayer kao ekonomski strateg: doprinos razvoju obrazovanja, kulture i
nacionalne infrastrukture u Hrvatskoj 19. stoljec¢a

Sazetak: Rad kriticki preispituje djelovanje biskupa Josipa Jurja Strossmayera kroz analiticki okvir
ekonomske povijesti, s posebnim naglaskom na njegov sustavni doprinos razvoju obrazovnih, kulturnih i
infrastrukturnih institucija u Hrvatskoj tijekom 19. stoljeca. Polaze¢i od premise da su ti sektori u
Strossmayerovoj viziji ¢inili nerazdvojive komponente drustveno-gospodarskog napretka, istrazivanje se
oslanja na primarne izvore — ukljucujuéi njegove politicke govore, pastoralne poslanice, institucionalne
inicijative i mecenatske prakse — kako bi se rekonstruirao njegov implicitni razvojni model.

Analiza pokazuje da je Strossmayer konceptualizirao obrazovanje kao temelj dugoro¢ne ekonomske
modernizacije, anticipiraju¢i klju¢ne elemente suvremene teorije ljudskog kapitala. Njegova uloga u
osnivanju Sveucili§ta u Zagrebu, poticanju uciteljskog obrazovanja te financijskim intervencijama u
Skolstvo interpretira se kao oblik ranog strateSkog investiranja u intelektualni potencijal nacije. U podrucju
kulture, Strossmayerove inicijative — medu kojima se isticu osnivanje JAZU i formiranje nacionalne
galerijske zbirke — analiziraju se kao mehanizmi izgradnje kulturnog kapitala s dugoro¢nim drustveno-
ekonomskim implikacijama.

Poseban naglasak stavlja se na infrastrukturalne projekte, poput izgradnje DPakovacke katedrale i
upravljanja biskupijskim imanjima, koji se interpretiraju u kontekstu ekonomskih multiplikatora, poticanja
lokalnog trziSta rada i tehnoloske modernizacije. Tako se Strossmayerovo djelovanje pozicionira kao oblik
integrirane razvojne politike koja je povezivala kulturne, obrazovne i gospodarske ciljeve u jedinstven
model nacionalne transformacije.

Josip Juraj Strossmayer as an Economic Strategist:

His Contribution to the Development of Education, Culture, and National Infrastructure in 19th-
Century Croatia

Abstract: This paper critically examines the work of Bishop Josip Juraj Strossmayer through the analytical
framework of economic history, with particular emphasis on his systematic contribution to the development



of educational, cultural, and infrastructural institutions in 19th-century Croatia. Starting from the premise
that these sectors constituted inseparable components of socio-economic progress within Strossmayer’s
vision, the study relies on primary sources—including his political speeches, pastoral letters, institutional
initiatives, and patronage practices—to reconstruct his implicit developmental model.

The analysis shows that Strossmayer conceptualized education as the foundation of long-term economic
modernization, anticipating key elements of contemporary human capital theory. His role in establishing
the University of Zagreb, promoting teacher education, and financially supporting the school system is
interpreted as an early form of strategic investment in the nation’s intellectual potential. In the cultural
sphere, Strossmayer’s initiatives—most notably the founding of the Yugoslav Academy of Sciences and Arts
(JAZU) and the formation of a national art collection—are analyzed as mechanisms for building cultural
capital with long-term socio-economic implications.

Special emphasis is placed on infrastructural projects such as the construction of the Pakovo Cathedral
and the management of diocesan estates, which are interpreted in the context of economic multipliers,
stimulation of the local labour market, and technological modernization. In this way, Strossmayer’s
activities are positioned as a form of integrated development policy that connected cultural, educational,
and economic objectives into a unified model of national transformation.

By comparing his work with modern economic concepts—such as the knowledge economy, cultural
economics, and social investment theory—the paper argues that Strossmayer’s activities represent an early
articulation of a paradigm that exceeds the boundaries of his time. This confirms his role as a visionary
actor whose contributions had deep and lasting effects on the modernization of Croatian society.
